John Ott owns these three buildings, all zoned commercial, and has requested inclusion in the CID.

Columbia District
Currently, only half of the First Baptist Church is in the SBD.  This would include the entire property in the CID. No added assessment. 

Columbia District
AmerenUE property has to be included to ensure borders are contiguous.  This is an important outreach group.

Columbia District
Richard King has requested the Mojo's property be included.

Columbia District
John Ott has requested the former gas station be included.

Columbia District
Currently, only half the Wabash Bus Station is included in the SBD. This would include the entire parcel in the CID.  No increase in assessments.

Columbia District
City property (Fire Administration and Fire Station) included to ensure borders are contiguous. No increase in assessments. 

Columbia District
This small parcel is part of a larger property owned by Lynn Miller.  Including the entire property within the CID would make the development of this property easier (ie, same signage rules for entire building, same solid waste fees, etc.).

Columbia District
Commercial property owned by MU currently not included in the SBD.  Hitt St. is a prime development area in need of beautification and other capital improvements. Excluding this small parcel will make rehabbing the street easier.  

Columbia District
Historic apartment buildings NOT included in the CID because they are 100% residential. If inclusion would make the beautification of Hitt easier, the Committee can decide to include. Will require outreach to Jack Richardson of Somco.

Columbia District
Parcel lines are estimated.

Columbia District
Jack Waters has requested properties on the north side of Ash be included.

Columbia District
Inclusion of the Breaktime and other non-Waters properties along Ash will require outreach.  Inclusion would allow for consistency along Ash in terms of beautification, etc. 

Columbia District
Nursery school. Non-assessed but requires outreach.

Columbia District
Boone County properties.  Non assessed but would require outreach.

Columbia District
Property owners south of Chipotle very opposed to inclusion.  

Columbia District
Koonse Glass currently excluded.  To include this property would require outreach.
